Forres Try Tri
Race Report 2011 
The first Forres Try-Tri held on Saturday 25th June was a great success! Sixty-three competitors took part in a 400m pool swim, followed by a scenic but challenging 15Km on/off road bike route through Rafford woods via Dallas Dhu. From the bikes, the triathletes took to their feet and finished the 'Try' with a 3.3Km picturesque run through  Sanquhar Woodlands.
The event brought together a range of sporting enthusiasts from the age of 14yrs upwards. For many, this was their first triathlon and we suspect it will not be their last!! It was very encouraging to see twelve local juniors take part in the exciting event. First junior home and 7th individual overall was Johnstone Macpherson-Stewart (Freestyle Swimming Club & Forres Harrier) in a stunning time of exactly one hour. 
There was a three way tussle in the senior men's race between Andrew Morgan, Kyle Greig and Greg Simpson, with Forres Harrier's Andrew taking the honors in a time of 55mins 52secs. In the senior female category, we were delighted to have Gemma Simpson from triathlonscotland taking part. She finished in a credible second place behind local Harrier Claire Brain (1.03.45)
The veteran category attracted the greatest entry. For the males, after a closely fought contest between Forres Harriers's Mark Brain, firemen Paul Newlands (Elgin CC) and Simon Garland, Mark eased ahead to clinch the male vets trophy in a time of 56.07. Elgin's Moray Roadrunner, Oonagh Wilson came storming home in a time of 1hr 6secs to claim first female overall and the female vet title. She was closely followed by Forres Harrier's and Forres CC's Moraig Lyall.
The super vet category attracted three female competitors with Heather Stuart (FH) finishing in second place and Patricia Reid (FH) clinching victory in a time of 1.06.54.
We had two entrants in the vintage category. Harry Younie finished in 1.16.25 and for the females Anne Docherty(FH) who crossed the line in 1.15.24.
The Forres Flyers team: Maggie Duncan, Douglas Cowie and Steven Hamilton lived up to their name and came home in the fastest time of 54mins 7secs.
The organisers of the first Forres Try -Tri are delighted with the success of the Try Tri - key to this was the support from local sports clubs - Forres Harriers, Forres Cycling Club and Freestyle Swimming Club -   in signage, marshal provision and entrants. Several local businesses helped to ensure the event's success including 'Stuarts' cycles who supplied prizes along with Glen Moray Distillery providing trophies for the winners. Finishers were treated to goody bags supplied by Macleans the bakers, the Co-op and Tescos.
Finally, the Try-Tri Committee are extremely grateful to Moray Council for providing free use of the pool and to the pool staff who volunteered their time.
